The application, together with the essay answers, will be delivered to the Knights of Columbus (see address below) on or by a
date specified. The Grand Knight or his designee will open and assign a code to each applicant and each item will carry a code
forward on each and every document. The Pastor may also be asked to confirm registered membership status. Any
application that does not meet membership eligibility standards will be rejected and not considered further.

The Knights of Columbus will design an essay question(s) in advance of the application process. A Selection Review
Committee of the Knights of Columbus will review each essay and determine from those submitted, the best three responses.
The three essay responses will be ranked 1st, 2nd, and 3rd.

The Knights of Columbus may at its discretion require additional information to supplement the application process or to
corroborate application entries or essay responses.
